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Command Sergeant Major Edward F. Horstman USA (Ret) entered the military service in 1947. He was stationed in Hawaii with the 37th Engineer Group (Demolitions and Diving Detachment) which took part in nuclear testing off the Marshall Islands. Following his instructor duty, he was with the 5th Special Forces Group in the Central Highlands of South Vietnam. Upon his return to the US, he was assigned as a Senior NCO with the first US Army NCO Academy in the Leadership and Tactical Division. 

His military awards and decorations include the Distinguished Service Cross, Silver Star with Oak Leaf Cluster, Bronze Star with “V” , Bronze Star with Oak Leaf Cluster, Purple Heart Medal with 3 Oak Leaf Clusters, Air Medal, Army Commendation Medal, Prisoner of War Medal, Presidential Unit Citation with Oak Leaf Cluster, Korean Service Medal with 3 Bronze Battle Stars, National Defense Medal, Good Conduct Medal with Loops, Republic Vietnam Combat Medal with 60 Device, Combat Infantry Badge 2nd Award, and Master Parachutist Badge.

He is a member of the Military Order Purple Heart, Disabled American Veterans, Past President of the Gulf Coast Vietnam Veterans Association, a member of the Joppa Shrine and Past Master of Blue Lodge.
