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Command Sergeant Major (CSM) Adelchi Pilutti (Ret) was born in Rivignano, Italy December 18, 1921. He served in the US Army Airborne from January 1941 until November 1945. During this period he was promoted to the rank of Sergeant. He was assigned to the Headquarters and Headquarters Detachment Company of the 508th Parachute Infantry Regiment (508th PIR or Red Devils).
The unit participated in Operation Overload jumping into Normandy at 2:15 a.m. on 6 June 1944. On July 13, they were transported back to England via two LST's. Of the 2056 troops who participated in the D-Day landings, only 995 returned. The regiment suffered 1061 casualties, of which 307 were killed in action.

After their success in Normandy, the Regiment prepared for its part in Operation Market garden jumping into Holland on 17 September 1944.

The regiment later played a part in the Battle of the Bulge.
After WWII ,CSM Adelchi Pilutti continued to serve in the Mississippi National Guard until his retirement.
Medals awarded include Bronze Star “V, Purple Heart, Meritorious Service, Good Conduct, 10 Service Campaign medals and Mississippi Magnolia Cross.

The Valor Device “V”  identifies the award as resulting from an act of combat heroism and is the fourth-highest combat award of the U.S. Armed Forces. The Purple Heart Medal is awarded after being wounded in combat. The Magnolia Cross is the highest peacetime award presented by the state.

Adelchi Pilutti currently resides in Ocean Spring, Mississippi.
